Since n o comments were received from the members on the 79th Meet ing, th e Board 
confirmed the Minutes. 

ITEM NO. 2: ACTION TAKEN REPORT ON THE DECISIONS OF THE 79TK BOARD 
MEETING HELD ON 19™ FEBRUARY 2015. 

The Board noted the action taken report on t he decision of the 791h Board m eeting held 
on 1 g•h February 2015 and approved to revise the Awa rd honourarium for the cardamom 
farmers from next year onwards a nd change in the venue to Goa for CCSCI I. 

ITEM NO: 3 : PROPOSAL FROM GOVT OF ANDHRA PRADESH TO CONDUCT 
TRAINING PROGAMMES FOR MASTER TRAINEES AND CHILLI FARMERS IN 
GUNTUR DISTRICT UNDER RKVY PROJECT 

The Board noted the proposal received from Govt. of AP and ra tified the action taken by 
Ch a irman, Spices Board for transferring an amount of Rs.36.00 lakhs ou t of 
Rs.3 .6~cron::s n::ct::ive<l by lh e Board fur irnple m e11Liug lht:: programme from th e RKVY 
fund to Commissioner of Horticulture, Govt. of Andhra Pradesh. 

ITEM N0.4: LARGE CARDAMOM REPLANTING/ NEW PLANTING SCHEME -
SUBSIDY AMOUNT REVISION DURING XII PLAN

instalments under Large Cardamom Replantin~/ New Planting. 

As the Board has already released the 1 ~1 installment at the old rate of Rs. 5900 /- pe r ha 
during 20 14- 15, the Board approved to relea se the balance of 1 st ins tallm ent of 
Rs.8 ,100/-pe r ha along with the 2°d installment of Rs.14,000/- per ha during 2 0 15-1 6. 

ITEM N0.5: QUALITY IMPROVEMENT TRAINING PROGRAMME (QITP) SCHEDULE 
FOR 2015-16. 

The Board a pproved the total finan cial outlay of Rs.40.00 lakhs unde r HRD for 
conducting Qu ality Improvement Training Programmes in 729 centres in the spice 
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growing States. However, it was advised that one day programme is to be considered 
instead of half day Programmes proposed. wherever required / possible . 

ITEM N0.6: SPICES BOARD AS NLA FOR POST HARVEST PROGRAMMES FOR 
SPICES UNDER MlDH PROJECT OF MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE, GOVT OF INDIA 
DURING 2015-16 - FOR INFORMATlON 

The Board noted the revised Annual Action Plan for implementation of post harvest 
programmes for spices under MIDH during 2015- 16 with a total financial outlay of 
Rs.4 .00 crores as per the directions from the Ministry of Agriculture, Govt. of India. 

The Board also noted the success of implementing pr ogrammes under MIDH, Ministry o f 
Agriculture during 2014 -15 at a total assistan ce of Rs.4.50 crores.

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ITEM N0. 12: REVIEW ON EXPORT PERFORMANCE OF SPICES FROM INDIA 
DURING 2014-15 AS COMPARED TO 2013-14 

The Board noted a total export of 8,93,920 tons of spices and spice produc ts valued 
Rs .14899.68 crore (US$2432.85 Million) during 2014- 15 as against 8,17,250 tons 
valued Rs.13735.39 crore (US$ 2267.67 Million) in 2013- 14 registe ring an increase of 
9.38% in volume and 8.47% in rupee terms and 7.28% in dollar terms of value .

ITEM N0.14: ESTABLISHMENT OF SPICES PARKS 

Th e Doard Noted th e Status of Spices Parks a lready establish ed and being establish ed. 
S h ri.Pra tap Simha, Hon'blc MP has requ e sted to establish a spice park at Coorg as 
Coorg is a hub for production of peppe r, chilli, ginger and cardamom. Ch airman 
explained the need for establishing spic e park at Haveri for the d evelopment of Byd agi 
Chilli and further stated about the basic requirement for establishing or Spice Park 
including alienation of la nd free of cost. Mr. Simha agreed to identify suitable land. The 
Board decided to carry out a feasibili ty s tudy in parallel.

ITEM N0. 16: STATUS ONE-AUCTION CENTRE AT PUTTADY AND BODINAYAKANUR 
The Board noted the status or e -auction centres a t Puttady and Bodinayaka nur. Director 
(Mktg) e.xplaine.n thrit th e. new syste m h;:is e. n c011rngcn new llrlne.rs to take. p;:irt in the 
auction system and also created h ealthy compe tition among the a u ctioneers and traders. 
However, some of the auctioneers expressed their difficulties in disposing t he entire lots 
exµede <l Lo be reg i::>Le n :<l for Lh e µa.rlic ular audiu 11 <lu1iug Lhe µeak !iC1.Jve::>l µerio<l <lut: to 
pau city of time and suggested to combin e auc tioneers with large number of lots with 
smalle r number of lots for conducting auction preferably at Bodinaykannur. Director 
(Mktg) explained that the new system was introduced only five months ago . It was also 
suggested to have a t least 100 Te rmina ls at t h e Auction Centre being established in 
Bodinayakanur.

DEVELOPMENT AGENCY (SPEDA) 

The Board noted the constitution of SPE DA. The Chairma n explained that the proposal 
for implementing programmes on Saffron ha s already bee n s u b mit ted to Ministry of 
Agriculture, Govt . of India for funding. The firs t meeting of the SPEDA is expected to be 
convened soon .

Janakpuri, Delhi 
for Indian Spices in line with the Signa ture Stall developed by the Board a t Lulu Mall, 
Kochi and noted t he request of the Commerce Ministry to open more su ch signa ture 
s t a lls.

Further, the Board opined tha t these a dminis tra tive and resour ce m a n agement steps 
t '3 k e:n hy Spic.e:s Ko;:irrl , c.on sirl erin g the: hi gger pir.t.u r e:, h;:is en a hle:rl it t o c.;:i t er effe:r.t ive: ly 
to t h e varied n eeds of diffe rent stake holde rs of t he Indian spice industry, despite its 
limited manpower and vast geogra phical expanse. 

Taking into account th e uniqu e nature of Spices Board in terms of i ts ma n date with 52 
differe nt spices, adm inis tration , re source s, geographic spread , opera t ions and execution 
of s chemes and the reorganiza t io n or the Boa rd all over India to m ake its presence felt in 
ear.h ;:iml eve:ry St.a te anrl lJnio n Territory of Tn rl i;:i , the: Ro;:irrl ar.c.nrrl e:ci :=ippmval tot.he: 
or ganization for continuing the prevailing mode of functioning with some amount of 
a u ton omy a nd flexibility . in futu re also and to rak e decis ions on matters tha t require 
i1mm:<lialt adiuu a n <l <..:amwl wCLil <li::;µusal i11 µuuli t; iu ltn :::; l. 

ITEM N0:32 ClllLLI / TURMERIC DEVELOPMENT AND EXPORT PROMOTION IN 

ANDHRA PRADESH : 

Mr. Ravela Gopala Kris hna informed th a t the road connectivity to the 1 Iighway as 
discus sed in the inaugural fu nction of Spices Park Guntur has to be take n up. It wo.s 
informed by the Director (Mktg) tha t the Boar d h as a lrea dy initiate d a c tion for t h e road 
connectivity and allotment of p lots in the Pa rk. 

With regard to extend ing a ssista n ce for supply of Mech a nica l Chilli Driver, Turm eric 
Boiler , Po lis her and High Speed Sprayer s for the u se of farme rs to cater to t he labou r 
problem , the Director (Dev) explained tha t the programmes are being conside red by the 
new ly constituted Guntur Spice Developme nt Agency. 

The timely s upply of !PM inputs fo r Chilli will be e ns ured. The Member o.lso requested to 
extend the JPM Programme fo r cu rry leaf a lso. The Director (Dev) explained that the 
programme is being impleme nted for only Pepper and chilli under RKVY / MlDH projects. 
Now, Curry leaf will also be inclu ded under RKVY / MI DH. 

Othe r Discussions: 

The farm ers may be advised to test their carda mo m to ensure pestic ide residue b efore 
pu tting i t to a u c tion . It was sugges ted by the m embers to arran ge a wa re ness 
µrugrn. rnmt:~ amu11g fa nuc n ; <:1.uu ul MRL. C lta irn1CL11 i11funueu lliat Ll 1t Buar<l lia ::; a lr t:a<ly 
initia t ed this program me in Guntu r for testing chilli samples a t subsid ized rates so that 
the farme rs can bargain for a bette r p rice for their produ ce in the ma rke t claiming th a t 
their produces a r e pes ticide and aflotoxin free a s pe r the Spices Board test re port. 

Cha irman also info rmed th a t for benefi t of health of pu blic, the Board has given 
instn1r.t ions to l"SSA I t o r.o llP.r.I ;:i nrl senrl r he s::imples of Sp i r.e:s fmm :=inywherP. in Ind ia 
to Spices Board . The sample s a r e being received from FSSAl for t est in g even though it is 
not the ma ndatory functio n o f the Boa rd to test non -export samples. 
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Mr. Anja Jose requested to arrange Awareness programme on the approved agriculruraJ 
practices of all spices. Chairman informed we can implement this progarmme only for 
cardamom as other spices are coming under the purview of concerned State 
Governments . 

In reply to the suggestions made by Mr. Hatobin Mai, Chairman informed that a special 
project on all the items flagged by FSSAI across spices and across states on IC activities 
will be prepared and submitted . 

Dr.Hatobin Mai a ppreciated the n ew Pan Indian activities of the Board, especially the 
location of the Board meetin gs at places like Itanagar and Srinagar. 

Mr. Ilatobin Mai informed that there is good agro climatic condition in Upper Siang 
Districts of Arunachal Pradesh for cultivation of large cardamom and requested to open 
an office. Chairman requested h im to suggest a place wh e re there is least scope for 
cultivation of large cardamom among the nine offices which are n ewly set up in 
Arunac-hal Pradesh so that one of the otlices can be shifted. 

Chairman informed that the Board has already prepared projects on large cardamom 
and submitted to Govt. of Arunachal Pradesh for consideration unde r RKVY / MIDH 
Board. The copies will b e handed over by the local office at Arunachal Pradesh for follow 
up. 

As per the mandate of Spices Board, the subsidy is allowed only for Cardamom. Hence, 
subsidy for King Chilli can not be considered. However, we may look the feasibility of 
providing subsidy under RKVY if the State Gove rnment is willing. 

Researc h projects similar to the one introduced in Horti model in Black pepper is 
possible in large cardamom. Chairman suggested for preparing a Pilot project unde r 
RKVY project. Chairman also clarified that t he subsidy will be d istributed based on th e 
appUcations received irrespective of the target. 

Chairman furthe r stated that the Board is establishing nursery in Arunachal Pradesh for 
production of large cardamom planting mate ria ls and directed the Director (Res) to 
undertake a pilot demons tration plan and fi nd out the productivity of the wild species 
available in Arunacha l Pradesh . 

Adv. Augusthy suggested t he Conduct of a national level seminar at Thekkady by the 
end of this _year by involving all the stakeholders. In response to this Chairman 
suggested a national leve l seminar in the southern region preferably in ldukki. 

While thanking the members for their active partic ipa tion in the meeting Chairman 
proposed to have the Board Meeting along with the following evem.s.
