Greetings from Spices Board India,

Spices Board (Ministry of Commerce & Industry, Govt. of India), the flagship
organization for the development and worldwide promotion of Indian spices has been
spearheading activities for promotion and facilitation of spice trade by strengthening
linkages at various levels of the Spice Industry.

India’s spice exports, with a volume of 11,83,000 MT valued at Rs.21515.40 crore
during 2019-20, scaled the landmark level of 3 billion US$ in value realization,
besides recording a growth rate of 8% in volume, 10% in rupee terms and 8% in dollar
terms of value over the previous year, despite the global pandemic situation. India is
the world’s largest exporter of Turmeric, the exports of which has been recording a
steady progress, over the years. During 2019-20, India exported 1,36,000 tons of
Turmeric valued Rs.1216.40 crore which contributed to 11% in volume and 6% in
value of total export of spices from the country. Further, the immuno boosting
properties of Turmeric played a key role in boosting the demand during the pandemic
situation, which in turn contributed to a significant growth of 42% in quantity (99,000
MT) and 35% in value (Rs. 85,810 Lakhs) in turmeric exports during the first half of
the current financial year (April- September 2020).

Turmeric is mainly grown in Telangana, Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Karnataka,
Kerala, Maharashtra, Orissa, West Bengal, NE States etc. Spices Board with a view to
further promote the export of spices and spice products, has been organizing Buyer
Seller Meets (BSM), so as to provide a common platform for the Buyers and Sellers of
the spice industry, to interact directly and establish effective business linkages.
Accordingly, the Board is organizing an online Buyer Seller Meet for Turmeric with
focus on Telangana, on 3™ February 2021 from 02.30 pm to 5.30 pm.

Around 100 sellers/producers representing FPOs, progressive farmers, farmer’s
societies, processors and traders from Telangana will be attending the BSM.

All exporters are cordially invited for the BSM and explore the possibilities to establish
effective business linkages with suppliers/growers of Turmeric. Interested
exporters/buyers may register for the BSM by providing the following details via email
to sbnzb2015@gmail.com on or before 1% February 2021.
